· What do you think went particularly well with the lesson/activity?

The students were excited to be introduced to a new reading strategy and meet a new fuzzy friend who would help them become better readers. The concept of a police officer was tied to the strategy of questioning while we read to understand better and the students were filling out “official police reports” during their independent reading. The small group was all on the same reading level and struggling with a skill that was identified through running record assessments so a re-teach of the skill with an accompanying friend was done and the students were highly engaged and each participated more than once using the skill effectively and provided valid responses. There was a high level of excitement and positive energy in the small group. The children were talkative and eager to respond to the questions and each other.
· Describe 1 or 2 skills that were demonstrated during the lesson that you feel were particular areas of strength for you.

I introduced an exciting tool, the questioning owl police officer, for the students to be excited and engaged in the activity and created a document that could be completed independently, collected and evaluated for accurate determination of skill acquisition. By giving the students a motivating factor and this title of prospective police officers for their excellent reading skills that students were engaged and excited to complete the “wh” question form described as the police report. I took the input my supervisor gave after the previous lesson and created an enlarged version of the police report that we as a class could fill out together as I modeled the expectations of the task. The children were more engaged than the previous lesson and could see the form well as opposed to the regular sized paper used the last time as I had seen the teachers do in previous lessons. By enhancing the visual support, children were able to participate on a more in depth level than previously done. 
· What areas or specific skills do you feel you still need to develop or improve upon for future lessons? What skills that were demonstrated during the lesson do you feel are an area of difficulty for you, and an area that you would like to continue to work on during the semester?

I would like to create more interactive whole group lessons that effectively incorporate the skills of the students. For example in this lesson with the enlarged police report used for modeling, the students could have been called up to write in the whole groups responses or modeling drawing them which was another strategy discussed. Also, during my share I would like to elicit the goal of the lesson more from student participation and statements. Develop more open ended questions and possibly discuss what next steps could be implemented.
· Please describe any other thoughts or concerns about your observation:

Finding my teaching style has been difficult because I have been following the modeling done by the teachers in the classroom who are already familiar with the children. In my next placement I will make more of an effort to actively incorporate my own techniques into the lessons after observing the students and learning their needs.
