· What do you think went particularly well with the lesson/activity?

The incorporation of the document camera as a technological and visual support for the students proved to be a good decision. The technology is still novel to the students and while it could have been too much for some to handle after a brief excitement stage the students were actively participating and attending. The students were engaged and looked forward to being asked up to assist at the word wall or the document camera. Since the reading and writing groups alternate, I also used the document camera with my second group to allow for all of the students to experience its use and both groups were highly engaged in the lessons as a result.
· Describe 1 or 2 skills that were demonstrated during the lesson that you feel were particular areas of strength for you.

Instead of making the lesson a lecture type, I wanted to model excitedly how to effectively use the word wall. The students were encouraged to chorally respond to my actions at the wall and called on to model using the wall to help develop my sentence for my story. Some students were able to write on my story under the document camera which made classmates very excited and engaged in the discussion about the word wall with the looming opportunity to come up to the device. During the small group the students were actively implementing the strategy taught in the whole group lesson. They were pulled because of language and reading level so that I could scaffold their completion of the first, next, last chart as a small group of three and together we paged through a book and figured out the different parts and each took time to draw the details of that part on their worksheet with prompting and verbal guidance to stay on task with drawings.
· What areas or specific skills do you feel you still need to develop or improve upon for future lessons? What skills that were demonstrated during the lesson do you feel are an area of difficulty for you, and an area that you would like to continue to work on during the semester?

Being able to stop a student on a tangent conversation or encourage them to keep working as opposed to speaking about off topic or redundant things is something I am still struggling with during my lessons, particularly small groups. I do not like to stop students thought process but some of the students need to be redirected to the task because there are time constraints. In the future I will have a “tell me later” coupon or something of the sort that I can give to the student and we can have a conversation about the topic on the way to lunch or if they finish their work early. Sometimes students just need to talk about things not related to school and I do not want to stifle that in my classroom.
· Please describe any other thoughts or concerns about your observation:

The other half of the class was not present for my lesson because they are with the co-teacher doing a separate lesson and therefore did not get the word wall lesson since it is located on the carpet where my lesson was held. In the future I would have liked to have the whole group or both groups at different times just so that all of the students are on the same page with the use of the word wall
